Among the characteristics that most distinguish Roswell are its histor-
ic downtown, its good schools and its unique system of parks and open 
space, notably highlighted by the Chattahoochee River.  Roswell has been 
committed to effectively connect these assets for pedestrians and bicyclists 
as evidenced by the Riverwalk along the Chattahoochee River, building 
sidewalks around schools, and including bicycle facilities as part of road 
resurfacing projects.  

These investments have paid dividends as evidenced by the active use of 
the Riverwalk Trail and in Roswell receiving an honorable mention by Bi-
cycling Magazine in the category of Best Bicycling Cities.  However, there 
are still many neighborhoods that lack adequate pedestrian and/or bicycle 
connections to the City’s parks, schools, and natural resources.

Roswell has the opportunity to make itself a premier bicycling and pedes-
trian supportive community in the Atlanta region and nation.  What would 
be required is a commitment to fund a complete bicycle and pedestrian 
system and a focused vision for implementation.  This commitment is simi-
lar to the City’s historic commitment to providing parks and greenspace for 
its residents.  In fact, if done well, the bicycle and pedestrian system would 
be an extension of the parks system: serving as “linear parks” that connect 
to every neighborhood.  

This vision for a Roswell bicycle and pedestrian system consists of three 
components:

1.   Multi-Use trails along creek systems, parks, and natural areas.

2.   A “Roswell Loop” that establishes the premier bicycle and pedes-
trian corridors of the city and connects to every major park and civic 
resource.

3.   A “complete streets” approach on the key roads that connect to 
parks, neighborhoods, and schools.

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The Roswell Loop

The Roswell Loop is conceived as the city’s premier multi-modal sys-
tem.  It identiÞ es a route along a series of existing street corridors that is 
intended to create an easily identiÞ able and complete “trail” or link con-
necting Roswell’s parks, schools, natural resources, historic downtown, 
and neighborhoods.  At its most ideal, the corridors along the Loop would 
consist of a dedicated multi-use trail along with on-street bicycle lanes.  
However, the actual facility may vary depending on existing right-of-way 
and physical constraints. 

The Loop builds upon existing facilities such as the River Walk Trail along 
the Chattahoochee and currently planned projects for sidewalk or bicycle 
facilities in order to extend this system to connect throughout Roswell.  
When complete, this Loop will provide a safe and convenient route for 
cyclists and pedestrians to every signiÞ cant destination in Roswell.

The Loop provides a focused goal for Roswell’s bicycle and pedestrian 
aspirations.  The system once identiÞ ed can be easily broken into man-
ageable pieces for implementation over time but all leading to a common 
vision.  
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
